Important Dates

Existing Source = constructed or reconstructed before 4/3/08
New Source = constructed or reconstructed on or after 4/3/08
· Initial Notification

· New source = 11/20/08 or 120 days after startup

· Existing source = 7/25/11
· Compliance Dates

· New source = 7/23/08 or upon startup

· Existing source = 7/25/11
· Notification of Compliance Status
· New Source = 11/20/08 or 120 days after startup
· Existing Source = 11/22/11
· Annual Certification of Compliance Report

· First report covers period beginning on compliance date up to December 31 
· Subsequent reports cover January 1- December 31

· Prepare by January 31

· If they have an operating permit, they can send it along with their certification of compliance report (due March 31)
Information Needed for Applicability & Compliance 
· Applies to sources that use materials that contain or have the potential to emit metal fabrication or  finishing metal HAP (MFHAP) 
· MFHAP compounds contain > 0.1% by weight of cadmium, chromium, lead or nickel or materials containing > 1.0% by weight of manganese. 

· The facility must be primarily engaged in one of the source categories:     

· Electrical and electronic equipment finishing operations

· Fabricated metal products manufacturing

· Fabricated plate work (boiler shops) manufacturing

· Fabricated structural metal manufacturing

· Heating equipment manufacturing, except electric

· Industrial machinery and equipment finishing operations

· Iron and steel forging

· Primary metal products manufacturing and

· Valves and pipe fittings manufacturing
· Primarily engaged means > 50% of operations are within the nine metal fabrication source categories listed.
· EPA’s Office of Enforcement and Compliance Assurance has determined that the sources must fall into the specified NAICS code list (see Air Toxics Notebook under Applicability) even though; the NAICS codes are not contained within the rule language.  We have been directed to utilize the NAICS codes as a defining factor to applicability.
· Does not apply to:

· Operations performed at on-site installations owned or operated by the Armed Forces, National Aeronautics & Space Administration, or the National Nuclear Security Administration

· Operations that produce military munitions by or for the Armed Forces or equipment directly and exclusively used for transporting military munitions

· Operations not classified under listed NAICS codes

· Operations that do not use or emit the listed MFHAPs

· Area or major

· Existing or new

· NAICS or SIC code

· Are processes covered by rule?
· Dry abrasive blasting

· Dry Grinding 

· Dry Polishing

· Spray painting

· Welding

· Dry Abrasive Blasting
