	General applicability – which facilities are regulated, which operations are regulated, definition of an “affected source,” etc.
	This rule applies to major sources that operate a facility engaged in the surface coating of any miscellaneous metal part or product.  If application of coating to a substrate occurs then surface coating also includes associated activities such as: surface preparation, cleaning, mixing, and storage.

The following activities are not considered coating activities and are therefore not regulated by this subpart:  coating operations with a handheld non-refillable aerosol container, touch-up marker, or marking pen, and application of paper or plastic film
The affected source is the collection of all operations associated with the surface coating of miscellaneous metal parts and products.  If application to a substrate occurs, these operations include preparation of a coating for application (e.g., mixing with thinners); surface preparation of the miscellaneous metal parts and products (including paint stripping and the use of a cleaning material to remove dried coating); coating application and flash-off; drying and/or curing of applied coatings; cleaning of equipment used in surface coating; storage of coatings, thinners and/or other additives, and cleaning materials; and handling and conveyance of waste materials from the surface coating operations.




	HAPs regulated or targeted under this rule
	No specific HAPs targeted.  This rule regulates organic HAP that are present at 0.1 percent or more by mass for OSHA-defined carcinogens and at 1.0 percent or more by mass for other compounds.

	Not subject to this rule (facilities who might think they are subject to the rule, but aren’t)
	•A coating operation conducted at a source where the source uses only coatings, thinners and/or other additives, and cleaning materials that contain no organic HAP.
• Surface coating that occurs at research or laboratory facilities, or is part of janitorial, building, and facility maintenance operations, or that occurs at hobby shops operated for noncommercial purposes.

• Coatings used in volumes of less than 189 liters (50 gallons (gal)) per year, provided that the total volume of coatings exempt does not exceed 946 liters (250 gal) per year at the facility. 

• Surface coating of metal parts and products performed on-site at installations owned or operated by the Armed Forces of the United States, the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), or the surface coating of military munitions manufactured by or for the Armed Forces of the United States.

• Surface coating where plastic is extruded onto metal wire or cable or metal parts or products to form a coating.
• The application of specialty coatings defined in appendix A to 40

CFR part 63, subpart GG to a metal aerospace vehicle or component.

• Surface coating that meet the applicability criteria for the following NESHAPs:

-wood furniture manufacturing (40 CFR part 63, subpart JJ)

-large appliance surface coating (40 CFR part 63, subpart NNNN)
-metal furniture surface coating (40 CFR part 63, subpart RRRR) 

-wood building products surface coating (40 CFR part 63, subpart QQQQ)

-aerospace manufacturing and rework (40 CFR part 63, subpart GG).
-shipbuilding and ship repair (40 CFR part 63, subpart II).

-paper and other web coating (40 CFR part 63, subpart JJJJ).

-metal coil coating (40 CFR part 63, subpart SSSS).
-boat manufacturing (40 CFR part 63, subpart VVVV), except where the surface coating of the boat is a metal coating operation performed on personal watercraft or parts of personal watercraft.

- on-road vehicle subcategory in the NESHAP for the surface coating of plastic parts and products (40 CFR part 63, subpart PPPP).

- automobiles and light-duty trucks surface coating (40 CFR part 63, subpart IIII (scheduled for promulgation in February 2004).

	General requirements (short paragraph at the most)
	Emission limits based whether facility is new/reconstructed or existing and on types of coatings used.  There are 3 options for complying with these limits: (1) Compliant materials, (2) Compliance based on emission rate without add on controls, (3) Compliance based on using a capture system and add-on control device.  

If an emission capture system is used for control there are work practice standards which must be followed.
