RE:    2015 Air Emissions Inventory Report
The Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality maintains an air pollutant inventory pursuant to Chapter 6 of the Nebraska Air Quality Regulations (Title 129).  To satisfy the requirements of Chapter 6 of the regulations, sources must submit an air emissions inventory report if requested by the Department.   All major sources, as defined in Chapter 2 of Title 129, are also required to pay an annual emission fee for each ton of regulated pollutant for fee purposes emitted to the air by the facility.  The Department is requesting your emissions inventory for the 2015 calendar year.
Your completed air emissions inventory report must be returned to the Department by March 31, 2016 to be considered a timely submittal.  Class I major sources must also pay an emissions fee which will be invoiced for the amount due after the Department has received the reports and conducted a preliminary review.  The emission fees will be due July 1, 2016.

Instructions have been provided to assist you in completing the inventory report.  If any of the general information provided on Form 1.0 of the emissions inventory is found to be incorrect or has changed, please make the appropriate corrections on the form.  Make sure all information requested within the report is provided. 
The report form, instructions and cover letter for the 2015 Air Emissions Inventory can also be found on the Department's website (www.deq.state.ne.us) by selecting “Publications & Forms” and then “Air Emission Inventory-Fee Program”.  The Department is unable to receive the emissions reports electronically and copies retrieved from our website must be submitted in a hardcopy format.  Copies of the emissions report found on our website do not contain prefilled general facility information.  If the form is downloaded from our website, please carefully complete the general information block on Form 1.0 of the report to ensure that your facility's report is accurately identified.  

A listing of all the facilities that are required to complete an emissions inventory report for 2015 can also be found on the Department’s website.  This list can be found in the same location along with the emissions report forms.    

The Department continues to maintain a Low Emitter Program whereby sources with major potential but low actual emissions are determined to be exempt from the duty to obtain an operating permit.  Qualifying sources have received letters from the Department notifying them of their status change and any applicable requirements they must satisfy.  Each year the Department will request emission inventories to be completed by a sample of Low Emitter and No Permit Required sources.  If your facility is a Low Emitter or No Permit Required source, the receipt of the 2015 Air Emissions Inventory mailing constitutes a formal request by the Department for your annual report.  The Department will continue to solicit periodic annual reports from Low Emitters and No Permit Required sources to ensure that actual emissions are kept below Class II thresholds.  The provisions of the Low Emitter Program are still available to qualifying sources.  Please note, once you have been determined to be a Low Emitter or No Permit Required source you do not need to re-apply.
